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The Festival of Sharing is: 
 

a CELEBRATION of what God in Christ has done for us in providing the 
harvest, and of our year-long efforts to bring in the harvest; 
 
an AWARENESS of the needs of others in the world and ways to 
express solidarity with our sisters and brothers; 
 
a FELLOWSHIP with persons from other churches who have mutual 
concerns and interests; 
 
an OPPORTUNITY for “hands on” approaches to mission; 
 
a MOTIVATION under the power of God to be more involved in the 
ministries of your local church 
 

The Festival of Sharing Logo features the 
emblem of the United Methodist Church, which 
combines the Cross of Christ and a flame 
symbolizing the Holy Spirit.  The cross and 
flame are ancient symbols of the church, each 
evoking an image of sacrifice, witness, and 
service, which remind us of the opportunities 
and obligations of discipleship. 
 

The cross and flame are superimposed over an Ohio state map.  
Planted within West Ohio is wheat – symbolic of Jesus Christ, the Bread 
of Life.    The Festival of Sharing emphasizes the sharing of bread as 
indicated by the planted wheat extending beyond our state line to the 
rest of the world. 
 
We are a ministry as people of God when we make the commitment to 
alleviate physical and spiritual hunger, and to give shelter to the 
homeless.  Such commitment is rooted at the foot of the cross and is led 
by the flame of the Holy Spirit. 
 
The words encircling the image highlight both the name of this effort, 
and the goals toward which we work.

If you are already supporting one or two of these projects, pray about choosing a 
new emphasis in order to broaden the scope of your awareness and support of 
hunger and homeless issues around the world.  In addition to one of the direct food 
and housing projects, we would encourage you to consider support of the  Hunger 
Network in Ohio  or Bread for the World  to give a legislative “punch” to your 
hunger program. 
 
When you contact an organization for further information, be sure to ask if they have 
brochures or web-based information available.  The General Board of Global 
Ministries has a wealth of online information found at http://new.gbgm-
umc.org/resources/ . 
Resources may also be ordered through Cokesbury.  Check with your church office 
for a copy of the most current catalogue. 
 
Please note:   Other channels of giving such as conference apportionments, district 
mission giving, United Methodist Women’s  Undesignated Giving, and general 
church Special Offerings like  One Great Hour of Sharing are not part of the Tally 
for Festival of Sharing.  To include them as Festival Contributions is  misleading 
since they are already included in other official reports

your spirit will be fed with the assurance that God sees your loving efforts, and that 
you will be housed in the protection of God’s love!

Community Center.  If so, check directly with the Center for needs that your church 
or individuals may be able to supply. 
 
Check with your county Department of Job and Family Services and private social 
service agencies to find out how to support the local homeless shelter. 
 
Check to see if there is an Interfaith Hospitality Network operating within your 
community and how you can become actively involved with it.   
 
Hold a food drive and/or a children’s clothing drive. 
 
Decorate a Christmas tree with hats, mittens, and socks for one of your community 
centers. 
 
Contact local agencies for guest speakers who are willing to speak about their needs 
and ways to help.

The Potato Project/Meals for Millions 
Tally Sheet Lines 3 and 4 

 
The Potato Project, sponsored by the Society of St. Andrew, is a produce salvage 
program that provides direct food relief to our nation’s poor while addressing one of 
the major causes of hunger –food waste.  At a cost of approximately 4 cents per 
pound, nutritious produce (that is normally dumped), is salvaged and distributed to 
feed the poor and hungry.  The Gleaning Network uses the ancient Biblical principle 
of gleaning to obtain food which is distributed to soup kitchens, emergency shelters, 
and other places to feed those in need.   Since its beginnings in 1983, more than 45 
million servings of potatoes and other produce annually has been given to agencies 
for distribution to the poor. 
 
How to Become Involved 
A program called “Meals for Millions” challenges United Methodist Men to become 
involved in feeding the hungry.  For every  $10.00 raised by a United Methodist 
Men’s Fellowship, 1000 servings of potatoes will be distributed to the hungry of the 
United States by the Society of St. Andrew.  If every man in the Fellowship 
contributes at least $10.00, a certificate is awarded marking that Fellowship as a 
“Challenge Fellowship.” 
 
 Become a Project Partner 
 Send and distribute brochures that explain the Project and “Meals for Millions” 
 Get the United Methodist Men’s Fellowship involved in the “Meals for Millions” 

program.   
 Place the hunger issues prominently on the church agenda 
 Designate a person who will serve as the contact between the local church

Community Refugee and Immigration 
Services 

Tally Sheet Line 6 
 

Community Refugee and Immigration Services (CRIS) is a not-for-profit organization 
servicing all those in legal immigration status living in Central Ohio without regard to 
any factor other than need.  CRIS was founded in 1995 to return lost services to the 
fast growing population of refugees, asylees, and immigrants in the Greater 
Columbus area.  CRIS has been providing post-arrival services to refugees for a 
number of years, such as assistance with obtaining employment, learning English, 
finding housing, resolving immigration and other legal matters, and community 
outreach services.  In August of 2001, CRIS became the Church World 
Service/Immigration and Refugee Program (CWS/IRP) affiliate office for Ohio to 
provide placement of refugees admitted to the United States from refugee camps. 
 
CRIS has a staff of more than 70; the agency’s staff comes from 20 countries and 
are fluent in  26 languages.   The multilingual, multicultural staff was chosen for the 
purpose of meeting the needs of the refugee and immigrant populations who have 
arrived the most recently, who are here in the greatest numbers, and who have the 
greatest service needs.  The majority of staff came to the United States as refugees 
or immigrants themselves.

¶ All items included in kits must be NEW items. 

¶ All emergency kits are carefully planned to make them usable in the greatest number 

of situations. Since strict rules often govern product entry into international countries, 

it is important that kits contain only the requested items-nothing more. 

¶ Do NOT include any personal notes, money or additional materials in the kits. These 

things must be painstakingly removed and will delay the shipment. 

¶ Please enclose an envelope containing at least $1.50  for each kit you send. This
