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DID YOU KNOW…?

Did you know that a donor can gift assets (like cash, stocks, mutual funds) to the Council on Development for distribution at a later time for United Methodist-related purposes?  The donor would, of course, be entitled to receive a current charitable deduction at the time of the gift.
Working much like a Community Foundation Donor Advised Fund, this account can be created with an initial deposit of $5,000.00.  Distributions can be requested at any time for any amount over $100.00.

This type of giving can be used to fulfill, for example, one’s pledge to their local United Methodist Church for operating, building, or endowment.  A donor could also designate distribution to other United Methodist-related purposes such as:  the Ministers’ Retirement and Healthcare Fund, seminaries, colleges and universities, hospitals and retirement homes, the United Methodist Children’s Home, general United Methodist church organizations, camps, the Builders’ Club of the West Ohio Conference, and other special askings.
