Did you know that life insurance can be used to fund a meaningful gift?  There are a number of ways to use life insurance to benefit both the donor and the donor’s favorite United Methodist charity through the Council on Development.
1. A paid-up policy that is no longer essential in an estate plan may be transferred to the Council on Development and provide a donor with an income tax deduction.
2. A policy on which one is still paying premiums can be donated to the Council on Development and future premiums paid by the donor will provide additional income tax charitable deductions.
3. A new or existing life insurance policy could name the Council on Development as the (death) beneficiary to support a variety of United Methodist purposes including one’s local church or the Ministers’ Retirement and Healthcare Fund.
