The Ministers’ Retirement and Health Care Fund:

The un-funded liability of our Retirement Plan was the original named purpose for gifts received by The Council on Development.  It is a continuing need, however, due in part to the explosion of costs concerning health care.  All undesignated gifts to The Council on Development continue to be directed to The Ministers’ Retirement and Health Care Fund.

Local Congregations:

Many individuals choose to support their local congregation by way of gifts to The Council on Development.  Like all other gifts to The Council on Development, 100 percent of each gift goes for its intended purpose.  Some choose to make their pledge payments either for operating expenses for the building funds this way and others seek to provide a gift for their church’s endowment fund.
